- A named pair of shoes I can put on 

myself - no laces please!
- A named raincoat 
- A named bag with a named set of spare 

clothes, including plenty of socks and 
pants so that we can change your child 
into their own clothes if we need to.

- Nappies and wipes (if relevant)

What will I do all day?

- 8:30am / 9:00am - Settle and play
- 9:30am - Carpet time welcome, story  and songs
- 10:00 am - Snack time
- 10:15 am - ‘Learning through play’
- 11:30 am - Tidy Up and Carpet time 
- 12 - 1 pm - Lunchtime and outdoor play
- 1:00 pm - ‘Learning through play’
- 2:00 pm - Games carousel
- 2:30 pm - Carpet time, story and songs
- 3:00 pm - Time to go home

How can I help my child? 

Our biggest priority is that your child feels safe 
and happy at nursery and as parents you are 
doing a wonderful job of reassuring them that 

nursery is a fun place to be! 

Each fortnight  we will be sharing the nursery 
rhyme, maths song and poem that we are learning 
in class for you to practise at home with your child 
in order to support their learning at home. We will 

share these via dojo.

Tapestry is our online learning journey 
where we will  provide a Weekly Round Up 
of what we have been exploring and 
‘remark on the remarkable’.  Please 
ensure that your notifications are turned 
on so that you can recieve observations. 
We really encourage you to be part of 
your child’s learning journey by adding 
comments or uploading photos of the 
remarkable things they have done at 
home.  This might be sleeping in their 
own bed all night, waiting patiently or 
sharing a toy!
